General

1. If the application is being made by an agent on behalf of a client, then the client (the principal) must be shown as the applicant, and the agent’s details must be shown separately in the relevant field on this application form.

2. An application for a Tariff concession must be legible, completed in English, and complete in all material detail. Supporting documentation may be provided directly by the manufacturer or supplier. Applications that are incomplete or not supported by sufficient information in respect of the goods for which a Tariff concession is sought, or not accompanied by the prescribed fee, will not be progressed until that information/fee is provided.
3. The New Zealand Customs Service may, at any time, request additional information from the applicant if it is considered that such information is relevant to the proper consideration of the application.
4. The New Zealand Customs Service may conduct inquiries to identify any potential local manufacturers and advise them of the concession application.
5. Please advise if any of the information supplied should not be made public and, if so, provide reasons for this.
6. The proposed concession wording must accurately define the goods concerned and be capable of consistent enforcement at the border. Proposed concession wordings cannot include end-use and should avoid brand names where the goods can be described in another way. 

7. The approval of a Tariff concession by the New Zealand Customs Service does not constitute a decision on whether or not the goods may be a prohibited import. It is the responsibility of the importer to ensure that no import prohibition exists for the particular goods on which a Tariff concession is approved.

Reconsideration of decision

9. An applicant who is dissatisfied with a decision to decline a Tariff concession or a decision to amend an existing Tariff concession may, within 20 working days after the date on which notice of the decision is given, request that the decision be reconsidered. Note: A request for a decision to be reconsidered should not be made in situations where the facts have changed. In such circumstances a new application must be lodged.
